The Discovery Orchestra will present two of its acclaimed Discovery Concerts™ this
spring hosted by Artistic Director George Marriner Maull.

Sunday, April 22 will feature the award-winning Newark Boys Chorus in a Discovery
Concert for Kids – Do We Hear or Do We Listen? The interactive “discovery” format
will help children learn about basic music concepts and notice the difference
between simply hearing music and actively listening to music.  The concert is
appropriate for children ages 5-10 and their parents.  Tickets are $10. 

On Sunday, May 6 the sequel to the Emmy-nominated television show Bach to the
Future© wil l  focus on Movement I of Johann Sebastian Bach’s masterful
Brandenburg Concerto No. 5 in D Major. Tickets are $40 each, with

Some of you may remember
Rachel Carson’s book Silent
Spring, a disturbing account of the
effects of indiscriminate pesticide
use on our planet.  The most
chilling aspect of this work to me
personally was its very title which
suggests in just two words what
the arrival of spring would feel like

were the songs of the birds and the sounds emitted by the
insects totally absent.

I’d like you to conjure a world without music.  Suppose we
simply could not access music either live or electronically for
listening purposes.  We might be forced to return to what was a
commonplace activity of most people of the industrialized
nations before World War II…that of making music ourselves.
What a novel idea!

Instead of purchasing a ticket and getting ourselves to the
appointed venue or, as has become commonplace today,
simply pushing the button that activates our electronic sound
reproduction device of choice - what if we had to sing it or play
it?  Because making music is a behavior so basic to the human
experience, most of the people of the so-called
“underdeveloped nations” would, if we asked them, all consider
themselves to be singers, composers, players and dancers.
While some might be thought by their peers to be better than
others at these activities, everyone would engage in them as a
matter of course, rather than just the specialists who do these
things in our society. 

If we want to continue having professional experts who provide
us with live and recorded performances of our favorite music,
we must remember that they, too, need to make a living.  In the
case of classical musicians, this is a consideration sometimes
overlooked.  So, if you will, imagine for one brief moment that
there is no music available – a silent world.  Then feel extremely
grateful that this is not the case, and make a financial
contribution to the non-profit musical organizations you value.
We hope that The Discovery Orchestra is near the top of your
list!

CONDUCTOR’S CORNER Accelerando… from the Executive Director

I am pleased to bring some good news to this month’s newsletter.  First of all, George and I attended the meeting of
the New Jersey State Council on the Arts (NJSCA) in Trenton on December 15 to hear the results of our appeal.  As
you know, TDO was not given funding for the 2007 – 2009 grant cycle on the basis of what we believed to be
inaccurate and misleading conclusions from the peer panel.  Eleven organizations appealed their results and of the
11, 5 were heard by an appeal panel and referred to a NJSCA committee for action.  Of the 5, 4 were granted at least
some funding, and we were elated to be one of the organizations that received the maximum available, $22,000.  We
also had very positive conversations with several of the staff and board members of NJSCA and have been
encouraged to re-apply.  I hasten to add that the favorable result was largely due to our Managing Director, Virginia
Johnston, and her incredible ability to identify the errors of fact and judgment made by the peer panel.

The second bit of good news is that we are well on the way to developing a multi-year strategic plan with the help of  Partnership in
Philanthropy (PIP) as a result of a $20,000 grant from the New Jersey Cultural Trust.  PIP has sent us an incredibly gifted consultant,
Addie Backlund, who is not only a musician but also has an MBA from Columbia University and has worked with Columbia and the
Metropolitan Museum, as well as the Montclair Museum, as a development consultant.  She is genuinely excited about the direction
we are taking and led a very useful workshop for the Trustees on January 6.  You will be hearing much more about this in later
newsletters. Finally, thanks to all of you who have contributed so much to make The Discovery Orchestra so wonderful.
